2015 Girls College Bound Showcase

RULES

1. The HUSA Girls College Bound Showcase will conform to FIFA Laws, Rules, Regulations and Procedures with the following exceptions:
a. Each team will have four 60 Minute Games 
b. Game length – Two (2) 30-minute halves, no injury time.
c. Substitutions – Subject to the referee’s discretion: on a throw-in (team with possession); yellow cards (for the carded player); injury; goal; goal kick; or, halftime.
d. Home Team – Team listed first on the schedule is the home team.  Home team changes uniforms if there is a color conflict.  Teams must occupy the same side of the field with spectators.  Only carded coaches will be allowed with the players.
e. Tie Games – No tiebreakers, games will remain tied.
f. Disputes - The Tournament Director and the Referee Assignor will arbitrate disputes.
g. Guest players – Maximum of five (5) guest players per team.  Team roster may not exceed eighteen (18) players.
h. Red Cards – Any player or coach who receives a red card will be ejected from the Showcase.  Unruly spectators will be removed from the HUSA Complex.
2. Standings and Awards – Showcase format, standings recorded on Gotsoccer, no awards distributed.

3. Acceptance – All teams not accepted to the Showcase will have their checks returned by October 31, 2015.  Acceptance letters will be emailed by October 31, 2015.

4. Refunds – Once a team has been accepted, there will be no refunds.  If the Showcase or games are cancelled before the start of the tournament for any reason, including inclement weather, field conditions, or HUSA Girls College Bound Showcase Tournament Committee decision, a refund of a minimum of 80% of a team’s entry fee will be made.

5. Golf Cart Policy – Per the NJYS, all operators of the Golf carts at the Showcase must have a valid New Jersey Drivers License.

6. Sanction – The Showcase is approved by and will be played under the jurisdiction of the NJYS.  An original Permission to Travel Form is required for all teams outside the state of New Jersey.  All teams must have a signed, notarized medical release form and a valid player pass for each player.  Forms and passes will be checked at registration.  Registration will be before the first game played. USYSA requirements regarding player passes, travel procedures, and the use of USSF registered officials will apply.  All games will have a three-person crew of adult referees when possible.
